Grade 1B - The month of December 

has flown by!  In Language Arts students 
have been focusing on learning some 
more difficult reading concepts and 
have been practicing reading passages 
and stories that focus on these con-
cepts.  Students have concentrated on 
the concepts of double vowels such as ai, ay, oa, ee 
and the silent òeó at the end of words which skips 
over a consonant and makes the vowel in the word 
say its own name.  Once these concepts in reading 
were introduced students have spent a great deal of 
the month reviewing and practicing.  Reading com-
prehension has also been targeted through a variety 
of comprehension building activities such as reading 
a story and answering simple questions, highlighting 
parts of passages to find the answers to these ques-
tions, and discussing the stories or passages as a 
class or small group to help one another build com-
prehension.   

The students have also been working hard on their 
writing, with a focus on improving writing conven-
tions (capitals, punctuation, spacingé) as well as 
word choice.  

In Mathematics the class has been 

showing off their knowledge of numbers 

by demonstrating how they can count 

forward by ones to 100, backwards from 

20 to 1 and a bit of everything in be-

tween.  Students have developed their 

number sense by working with number sequences to 

find errors and correct them as well as using pat-

terns on a hundred chart to help with number recog-

nition and understanding of numbers.  Students will 

continue to improve their recognition of numbers 

from 1 to 100 as well as beginning to learn the con-

cept of one more than and two more than when 

counting.

Fresh Air Policy  
 

It is expected that all students will 

go outside for recess and during the 

noon hour, weather permitting. We 

feel that this opportunity to breathe 

fresh air is extremely important for a 

healthy learning environment. We 

find that during long periods of se-

verely inclement weather, when children are not sent out-

doors, coughs, colds and flues are much more prevalent than 

when children can get outside for some ñfresh airò. 

If your child is not well enough to go outside, he/she is prob-

ably not well enough to be at school. If it is absolutely nec-

essary for your child to remain indoors at recess, please 

phone or send a note to the teacher. 

This ñfresh airò policy necessitates that parents exercise care 

to ensure that their children are adequately dressed to re-

flect the prevailing weather conditions. During the winter we 

ask that your children come to school prepared for any of the 

extreme weather changes that can occur in this country.
