Word of the Month for June: Perseverance 

Professional Development  
Mrs. Joan Boras, Mrs. Jane Boras, Mrs. Gibson and Mrs. Grandmont attended a 

fabulous workshop in Calgary called 101 Writing Ideas for the Six Traits. They learned 

over one hundred ideas to use in the classroom to enhance writing skills. They also dis-

cussed assessment strategies for writing and reading in their classrooms. They are al-

ready implementing several ideas into studentsô writing that are fun and practical. 

Ms. Dembicki attended a math workshop titled "Developing Personal Strategies". This 

session focussed on emphasizing the students' THINKING in math, rather than teaching 

the "rules" of math. The new math curriculum is all about creativity and inventiveness 

rather than learning by rote memorization. Through exploration and having students get 

to 'the right answer' through their own strategies, students will become more confident in 

themselves as thinkers. Math classes should now be about 75% mental math and 25% 

paper and pencil tasks. Myrna also attended a second session titled "Setting the Stage for 

Student Success". In this session the focus was on balanced assessment in the classroom- 

the tasks during the units of study [formative assessments] and tasks at the end of units 

of study [summative assessment]. It is only through assessment that teachers can decide 

whether a student has achieved  the outcomes of the Alberta curriculum. Assessment 

along the way helps teachers decide where to go next in their teaching. One of the school 

goals for DDS is to improve students' critical thinking, and this session focused on just 

that through various assessment practices.

Grade 5 -  Grade 5 has been very busy with all sorts of 
interesting learning.    
 
In Language Arts we have been studying a book that 
combines the genres of non -fiction and historical fic-
tion - the novel òSecrets of Vesuviusó.  It is all about 
the 79AD eruption and an anthropologist studying the 
remains found in the buried city of Herculaneum.   It is 
a paperless novel study!   They are using Moodle, an 
online place where students can complete activities, 
answer questions, and submit assignments.   We are 
also playing "Professor Layton and the Curious Vil-
lage" on the Nintendo DS.   It is a reading problem solv-
ing game.   In fact, one of the students described it as 
a book but with puzzles that you have to 
solve!  
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In Math we have been learning about 2D shapes 
and 3D objects.   We have been learning all about 
quadrilaterals, 90 degree angles, prisms, and 
pyramids.   We have built shapes, created shapes,  
labeled shapes, and drawn shapes.  
 
In Science we have just finished our unit all about 
Chemistry and we are starting our Wetlands 
study.   As part of our wetlands unit we will be visit-
ing Beauvais Lake, on June 8, for our grade 5 field 
trip.  
  
In Social Studies we have finished learning about 
the regions, aboriginal people, and history of Can-
ada.   We are now putting it all together to build a 
bigger understanding of our Canadian identity.  
  
We have been very lucky to be part of the 
Roots of Empathy program in grade 5 this 
year.   We have had Baby Blakelee in each 
month to help us learn about feelings,  
development, and how to interact with  
others.   Tanie Reid has been facilitating the pro-
gram for us.   The students have been enjoying  
stories, learning about safety and communica-
tion,  rewriting nursery rhymes, and even re-
cording a CD  of our singing for baby Blakelee!

Grade 6  -  In Science, we are still working on our 
unit about Evidence and Investigation.  
We did have the opportunity to take 
part in a presentation by two U of L stu-
dents called the òTravelling Lab 
Coatsó. They presented hands on  
activities investigators use to solve                            

         crime.  
 
In Social, we continue to study government with a 
focus on the Local and Provincial levels.  We are 
now learning about the responsibilities of both 
Town Council and MLAs.  
 
In Math, we are finished the Statistics and Prob-
ability unit.   Students are now working on a mini -
unit dealing with problem solving.  Each student 
was assigned a step in problem solving, had to 
make a poster illustrating their strategy and com-
pose a Math question that uses this strategy.  Each 
student will be presenting their problem to the 
class and teach the others about how to use this 
strategy.  
 
In Language, we spent a lot of time practicing writ-
ing both newspaper articles and stories for the 
Language Arts PAT.  We are now concentrating on 

reading comprehension for the second part of the 
Language Arts PAT.  
 
In preparation for our Achievement tests, I want to 
say how important it is that each student have a 
great nightõs sleep, a good breakfast and not get 
too stressed about the upcoming tests.   Parents 
can be assured that we are practicing for these 
exams so they shouldnõt seem overwhelming. 
Some students are still in need of 
calculators for the Math exam or 
need a pencil and protractor.  
These can be purchased inexpen-
sively at Dollar stores.

Reporting to Parents 

 

What is it? 

 

The most crucial part of communicating student learning is to ensure a shared understand-

ing between the current teacher, the student, the parent and the future teacher receiving the 

information.  In an effort to enhance this communication, Alberta Education has imple-

mented Grade Level of Achievement reporting.   

 

Grade Level of Achievement reporting involves teachers examining evidence of learning and 

using their professional judgment to determine each studentôs level of achievement relative 

to learner outcomes. 

 

Students progress with their enrolled age group, but may be working on outcomes that are at 

a different level than their enrolled grade.  Palliser Regional Schoolsô practice, supported by 

research, is to promote students with remediation as opposed to retaining them at a grade 

level for a second year.  The grade level of achievement enables the receiving teacher to pro-

vide a program suited to the learning needs of the individual student. 

 

At the end of this school year you will receive written confirmation that indicates your 

childôs grade level of achievement in the areas of English Language Arts and Mathematics.
