In Mathematics, children will be presented with a
balance scale approach to subtraction. Take, for
example, 12 385 = 7. On one side of the balance
scale is 12 blocks on the other side is 7 blocks.

How many did we take away to make the scale
balance? Students can represent this by drawing

12 blocks and crossing out 5 to leave 7. Children
will learn several ways to subtract including the

use of fingers, manipulatives, number lines, pic-
tures, abacus®6, power of
